lance on the Japanese forces stationed in Leyte and in Manila;  

Lea Salonga, music, film and theatre;  

Lisa Macuja-Elizalde, Philippine’s first Prima Ballerina;  

first foreign soloist to join Russia’s Mariinsky Ballet;  

Lorena Barros, one of the co-founders of the Malayang Kilusan ng Bagong 

Kababaihan, the group focused on women’s rights;  

Lydia de Vega-Mercado, ‘Asia’s Fastest Woman;’ ‘Asia’s Sprint Queen;’  

Marcela Marcelo, a fierce fighter and able leader during the revolution;  

Maria Rosa Luna Henson, gave "comfort women" a voice when she decided 

to speak out about her experience in 1992 and in her autobiography Comfort 

Woman: Slave of Destiny;  

Marina Dizon, spent her young adult years as one of the first women mem-

bers of the Katipunan;  

Melchora Aquino (Tandang Sora) National Hero;  

Mikee Cojuangco-Jaworski, 2002 Asian Games Gold Medalist;  

Miriam Defensor-Santiago, former Senator;  

Nazaria Lagos, known as the “Florence Nightingale of Panay;”  

Nieves Fernandez, female guerrilla leaders during World War II;  

Nora Aunor, ‘Superstar;’ first Philippine ‘Box Office Queen;’ FAMAS Hall 

of Famer;  

Remedios Paraiso-Gomez, liked to fight while dressed in style during her 

many skirmishes with the Japanese in Central Luzon;  

Salud Algabre, joined the Sakdal (“accuse” in Tagalog) movement that 

pushed for full independence, the end of American rule and equal distribution 

of land owned by the hacienderos;  

Simeona Punsalan-Tapang, fought the Japanese in Central Luzon during 

World War II.

Future of the Bayanihan Community Centre 

The board of directors of the Bayanihan Cultural & Housing Society has voted unanimously to 

sell the property at 1709 Blanshard Street and build in partnership with a non-profit housing 

society a community-centre-cum-affordable housing project. 

 

The result of the community consultation in November last year voted 50% in favor of this 

option. The remaining 50% was spread out among the other options. 

 

The BCHS board also gave the housing committee (Ben Pires, Sid Emmanuel, Fredilyn Ruiz, 

Elaine Wong, Mike Gonzales, Lani Domaloy) the mandate to continue its work in sourcing for a 

non-profit partner, and negotiate with the partner for a community-centre-cum-affordable hous-

ing project.
